Distribution: Ryukyus to S China, Taiwan and the Philippines.
Location: Cultivated beside the Ecological Pond.

Characteristics: Evergreen shrub, bisexual, to 4 m tall, plants with dense and short hairs; leaves simple,
opposite, lanceolate, margin serrulate; spikes axially, flowers monoecious; fruit an achene.

Remark: This genus has about 120 species worldwide, including nine species in Taiwan.

The Urticaceae contain more than 1,000 species in 48 genera and distribute worldwide, including 21
genus and 63 species in Taiwan. The ramie was an important source of fiber. The leaves of the Stinging nettle
(Urtica thunbergiana) and Stinging tree (Dendrocnide meyeniana) have stinging hairs, which can pierce skin
and inject acid liquid (histamine and other compounds) that cause burning and itching sensations.

Distribution: Tropical America.
Location: Three individuals cultivated in the NE corner of Institute of Botany.

Characteristics: Evergreen tree; leaves simple, alternate, entire; flowers pendulous, solitary at axil, petals
orange when shedding, to 4 cm long; aggregate fruit, ca. 9 cm long.

Remark: This genus has about 137 species worldwide. Taiwan has introduced some species.

Annonaceae contains some 132 genera and 2,300 species throughout tropics, including three genera and
four species in Taiwan. The family comprises chiefly aromatic trees and shrubs (rarely woody vines). Their
perianth (the floral envelope outside the stamen when not differentiated into calyx and corolla) is usually in
three whorls of three and the stamens are numerous and spirally arranged. Because of these characters
Annoaceae is considered as one the primitive families and allied to Magnoliaceae (for example, Magnilia
grandiflora, Michelia alba and Michelia compressa) from which it differs in having pored seeds and absence
of stipules. The leaves are simple and alternate with entire margins, and usually have glaucous or metallic
sheen. The fruits are berries, capsules or flesh aggregate syncarps.

Several species of Annona have long been cultivated as fruit trees, e.g. Sweetsop (A. squamosa) and
Custard apple (A. reticulata). Ylang ylang (Cananga odorata) is an ornamental tree and from its flowers the
canaga oil was extracted for hair-dressing and constituents of Chanel ‘N° 5’ and Revelon’s ‘Charlie’ perfumes.
Another common tree cultivated in garden and roadside is the Indian willow (Polyalthia longifolia cv.
Pendula), which has a fastigiated shape, so it is literally called Indian tower tree in Taiwan.
